Suggestions for Signing of the Register 

o Air (from Suite No. 3): Bach  
o Minuet: Bach 
o Air (from Water Music): Handel  
o Siciliana: Handel 
o Entr’acte (from Rosamunde): Schubert 
o Canon in D: Pachelbel  
o Jesu, Joy of Man’s Desiring: Bach 
o Arioso: Bach  
o Minuet: Beethoven 
o Largo (from Xerxes): Handel
